Brief Biographical Sketch:

Paul J. Hanley, a native of Boston, Massachusetts, graduated from the
College of the Holy Cross in 1962. He served as an officer in the US Air
Force during the period 1963-1968, attaining the rank of Captain. After
completing his graduate studies in economics at Rice University, Mr. Hanley
joined the faculty at Tulane University where he was an instructor in
economics during 1975-77. In May 1977, he began his career with the U.S.
Army Corps of Engineers as an economist in the New Orleans District where
he worked primarily on flood control studies. In 1981, Mr. Hanley moved to
Cincinnati to join the staff of the then Ohio River Division. Over the last
several years, he has been primarily involved with navigation studies and
has played a prominent role in several large studies including the Kentucky
Lock, Lower Monongahela River and Marmet Lock projects. Currently, he
serves as the Division coordinator for the Ohio River Mainstem Systems
Study. In his role as the senior transportation economist within the Great
Lakes and Ohio River Division (CELRD), Mr. Hanley provides direction to the
study teams within CELRD in regard to navigation planning issues. He also
serves as the Division point of contact with the Headquarters, US Army
Corps of Engineers and industry officials on matters related to the economic
valuation of the CELRD navigation system.
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
