$5,000 if needed. 
3. Review of 

a. Sample plan meeting 
b. Survey design 
c. Survey raw results 
d. Preliminary analysis

e. Final Report 
 

4. P.I. is responsible, as part of the project, writes papers for conference and journals.

6. NETS will fund field experts to write papers on past work for conference and 

journals.
