The surge elevations are the maximum elevations of all
storm scenarios run for that storm category, also referred
to as the maximum of maximums or (MOMSs) in feet above
NGVD88.

3. Hurricane surge limits were determined by comparing
the SLOSH model water surface elevations to the best
available ground elevation data.
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
